     The website's been updated with the Draft Results which includes total handicaps by team.  The numbers are pretty tight with Bag Taggin' Putts having 8 less strokes than All ABRD The A-Train.  That's pretty close to last year (5 strokes difference), however closeness in handicap isn't a great indicator.  Last year, the lower handicapped team won by a decisive 20 point spread, but we were using 75% of our 'caps.  We're back to 100% this year, so let's see how this plays out.  For those who weren't in attendance, Ray Cloutier will be subbing in for Liam Webster for Friday's round.  I noted that in the Draft Results.  As far as handicap totals by team, the numbers you see on the website count Liam's handicap, not Ray's.
     So in checking back over the past several years, having the top pick hasn't been great.  In fact 5 of the last 6 1st round pick winners have lost Golfapalooza.  The last to win it was in 2022 when Captains Atkocaitis and Collier led Team Collicaitis to victory.  From my perspective (drafted to 2nd pick team) I hope that continues!  But that's what we'll find out in a couple of weeks.
     I'm looking forward to seeing the Day 1 matchups.  Bag Taggin' Putts won the 1st pick, so they are on for putting out their first pairing for Best Ball.  Have a great weekend all!
